Notice for participation

INTRODUCTION

  The Kinki Section Physics Education Society of Japan and other organizations will hold “Science Festival 2020 in OSAKA” in this summer. This year, the venue of the Festival is changed, and many things are also changed in the new venue. Please read this notice well and entry the festival. We are glad to meet you and your team in Osaka.

  In the festival we are planning to have the Booth programs only. The workshop programs and the Stage show programs are not to open. 
NOTICE

1) Notices of the booth condition and booth space
  The lectures show children some interesting experiments in the booth or let children make easy handcraft in the booth.
  You need to prepare 500-2000 sets of materials of your program for the children.
  We prepare one desk and two chairs per a booth in principle. The size of a desk is 45cm*180cm. (In case that there is a special reason, we can provide 1.5 desks for one booth.)
  We prepare a back board of your booth and the height of the board is 210cm. you can use it freely.

  The space we use as the venue cannot be locked in the night, so you must manage your valuables yourself.
2) Notices of your booth program
   There are many restrictions of your programs in the new venue.

1. You are not allowed to use fire.

2. We have hard conditions to use chemicals (See another file “The role of using chemicals”). If you use the chemicals, you need to submit the check sheet of chemicals.
3. As the venue is not out-doors, you cannot make the big scale experiments (for example crushing the drum can or PET bottle rocket and so on).

4. You cannot make such experiments as;

      To use a lot of water. (If you need water, you must bring water from the pantry.)
      To give out a lot of smoke or smell

   You must bring the stationaries you need in your program with you, such as scissors, sheets of paper, tape. We cannot prepare stationaries for your booth.
   If you need handout for the explanation for children, you must prepare them previously. We cannot print out the handout for your booth.

    You can use the electricity approximately 500W in 100V. We cannot provide 220V. You cannot use electricity in the night.
    Please prepare your name card and name card case yourselves.

3) We need more than two lecturers for one booth. If you want to have a rest or have lunch, please take turns. Do not make your booth empty. And lecturers must be adults. For the safety, even if your student staff shows children some experiments, one or more adult lecturers must be there for support.

SUPPORT

  We can’t pay you enough expense for your participation. You will be paid only the material expenses by Japanese YEN on Aug. 22nd or 23rd.
 From the last year, we are not able to support the transportation expenses and the lunch because of the lack of budget.
*Material expenses*
　We will pay the material expense consumed during this festival. The amount of the expense is usually maximum 10,000 yen per one booth. But if your program is new and it has never performed in Science Festival in Osaka in the last three years, the amount of the expense is maximum 15,000 yen per one booth. Please refer our site
